1. During the period from 18th to 20th May 2010 the International Scientific Conference “Current Regulatory Issues in the Area of Telecommunications and Radio Frequency Resource Usage” (hereinafter - Conference), organized by the National Commission for Communications Regulation of Ukraine, was held.

2. The Conference was carried out in Kyiv for the forth time. Whereas it was the first time it had an international status. More than 200 participants - leaders, experts, scientists both working in the area of communications regulation and exercising operator activity, professional and public agencies representatives - took part in it.
Representatives of International Telecommunication Union, foreign regulatory authorities in the area of telecommunications - Austrian Regulatory Authority for Broadcasting and Telecommunications, Telecommunications Office of the Slovak Republic, Croatian Post and Electronic Communications Agency, Public Utilities Regulatory Commission of the Republic of Latvia, Communications Regulatory Authority of the Republic of Lithuania, Norwegian Post and Telecommunications Authority, Communications Regulation Commission of the Republic of Bulgaria, Georgian National Communications Commission, Ministry of Communications and Information Technologies of the Republic of  Azerbaijan, Ministry of Telecom and Mass Communications of the Russian Federation, State Communications Agency under the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic, Ministry of Communications and Information of Republic of Kazakhstan - participated in the Conference.
Practical direction of the Conference was defined by participation of large telecommunications operators of Ukraine and other countries - “Astelit”, “Datagroup”, “MTS”, “Beeline”, “Telenor”, “Ukretelecom”, Telecommunications Group “Vega”.

Participation in the Conference of the representatives of the companies “Telcordia Technologies, Inc.”, “Cullen International”, “ASTEC”, “Cambridge Broadband Networks LTD”, “Hewlett-Packard”, “IB Consulting”, “Rohde & Schwarz GMBH & Co. KG”, “Wircom”, “Alcatel-Lucent”, “Microsoft Ukraine” promoted comprehensive discussions on current issues of regulation in the area of telecommunications.

High scientific level of the Conference was ensured by participation of native and foreign higher educational establishments - Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv, State University of Information and Communications Technologies, Odessa National Academy of Telecommunications named after O.S. Popov, National Technical University of Ukraine “Kyiv Polytechnic Institute”, National Aviation University, Kharkov National University of Radioelectronics, Kozhedub Air Force University of Kharkiv, National University of Defence of Ukraine, National Technical University “Kharkiv Polytechnic Institute”, Bonch-Bruevich Saint-Petersburg State University of Telecommunications, Moscow Technical University of Communications and Informatics.
Representatives of Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, Ministry of Transport and Communications of Ukraine, State Committee for Television and Radio Broadcasting of Ukraine, Ministry of Ukraine of Emergencies and Affairs of Population Protection from the Consequences of Chornobyl Catastrophe, Ministry of Defence of Ukraine, Ministry of Finance of Ukraine, Ministry of Economy of Ukraine and Antimonopoly Committee of Ukraine. 

3. The work of the Conference was organized within two plenary sessions and six sections. In total there were 120 reports to be presented during plenary and section sessions. The reports can be found on the official NCCR website. The works of the Conference will be published in full in the original in the professional edition of “Bulletin of the State University of Information and Communications Technologies”. There are 9 Doctors of Sciences, 23 Candidates of Sciences, 5 postgraduates, 11 seekers of scientific degree and masters among the authors of the works.
4. Within plenary session the basic issues of telecommunications markets development and analysis, telecommunications networks interoperation, tariff regulation, telecommunications services quality control were examined  in the reports of foreign and Ukrainian experts. The speakers analyzed problems of antimonopoly regulation of telecommunications sector, radio frequency resource usage, international regulatory practices implementation, NRA’s independence and subordination within EU regulatory framework.

Improvement and optimization of the legislation is one of important and principal areas in the field of telecommunications regulations. Ensuring of guarantees of stable development for telecommunications market entities remains to be a significant goal.

5. Scientific and practical approaches to the simplification of access to telecommunications markets, issues on exercising of state supervision and further development of radio frequency monitoring system were analyzed in the reports during sections sessions.

In the framework of establishing of system for market protection from faulty radio electronic facilities, automated information system of mobile terminals registration aroused lively interest.
The issues on cooperation of public society persons and regulator, information and analytical systems implementation in the area of communications regulation and necessity of elaboration of main provisions of state policy in the area of informational communications for medium and long-term prospective were examined.

The attention was drawn to the importance of implementation and improvement by regulator of the procedures for comprehensive informing of consumers about services provided by providers and about results of telecommunications services quality control.
Current problems of telecommunications networks numbering resource regulation, technology of their interconnection efficiency enhancement, prospects for establishment and development of 112 emergency service were covered in details.

Particular attention was paid to the issues on telecommunications services market analysis. In particular, to extension of NCCR powers on legislative level concerning this issue, regulatory methodological aspects of telecommunications services markets, as well as to definition of operators with significant market power on the markets with unfair competition and regulatory obligations imposed on such operators.
It was noted that enhancement of efficiency of radio resource usage and introduction of new radio technologies is a complex problem and that it requires systems approach to be solved. In particular, it is recommended to use in regulatory practices regulators best practices on spectrum refarming for introduction of fourth generation technologies; sharing of infrastructure elements (masts, power-supply system, facilities location) by operators, also in order to ensure electromagnetic compatibility of radio electronic facilities of different technologies; licensing of radio frequency resource usage on technological neutrality principles; methodic for calculation of economical and technological components of radio frequency resource usage efficiency.
The issues on economical aspects of telecommunications area regulation have quite significant meaning on modern stage. In this direction introduction of previously carried out investigations and practical implementation of different countries regulators experience exchange should be accelerated. 

6. Due to its complex and considered structure, the Conference became an international platform for experience exchange, professional and public expertise of the latest approaches to decision of current regulatory issues in the area of telecommunications and radio frequency resource usage. The principle of state, business and public society partnership was realized in practice.  
The Conference decided:
1. To support Conference participants proposals concerning extension of NCCR powers on telecommunications services market analysis, definition and regulation of SMP operators.

2. To support NCCR activities on telecommunications market liberalization and registering basis implementation for exercising activity in the area of telecommunications.

3. To liven work on introduction of the latest technologies in telecommunications, effective use of radio frequency resource and quality control in order to extent the range of telecommunications services and maximum satisfaction of consumers needs.

4. To continue investigation of informational and analytical systems in the area of communications regulation and creation of pilot projects of electronic services for ensuring activity of National Regulators.

5. NCCR to summarize proposals of the Conference participants and to use them at most for enhancement of efficiency of frequency and numbering resources usage, telecommunications networks interoperation, tariff regulation improvement and telecommunications services market analysis.

6. To apply to the International Communication Union and the Body of European Regulators for Electronic Communications (BEREC) with suggestion concerning assistance in carrying out of the next International Scientific Conference in Kyiv, Ukraine, in 2012.
